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RULES OF ADMINISTRATION

_0EXTENT, DATE OF APPLICATION, AUTHORITIES TO INTERPRET AND‘
MODIFY THE RULES.

.1 The rules given hereunder may be called the "“Jayamukhi
Institute of Technological Sciences”, Narsampet,
Warangal-Administrative Rules 2008”.

2 The rules contained in this Administrative Manual shall
be applicable to all employees of the institute,
including those appointed prior to the adoption of these
rules by the Governing body of the Institute.

.3 These rules shall come into force on such a date as the
Governing Body may, by a resolution, decide.

4 In case any doubt arises about the interpretation of
these rules, the matter shall be referred to the
Administrative Committee and its decision shall be final.

5 The Governing Body of the Jayamukhi Insitute of
Technological Sciences shall have the authority ¢to
modify, amend, add and delete any of these rules.

.0 DEFINITIONS:

.1 “Society” means the Jayamukhi Educational Society,

Warangal.
.2 “Institute” means Jayamukhi Institute of Technological

Sciences, Warangal.

.3 “authorities” and wofficers” respectively mean the
Authorities and officers of the Institute.

.4 “Governing Body” means the Governing Body of the
Institute.

.5 “Administrative Committee” means the Administrative
committee of the Institute.

.6 “Finance Committee” means the Finance Committee of the
Institute.

.7 “Building & Works Committee” means the Building and Works
Committee of the Institute.

.8 “Academic Committee” means the Academic Committee of the
Trstitutes

.9 “Chairman” means the Chairman of the Governing Body .

.10 “Secretary and Correspondent” means the Secretary and
Correspondent of the Institute.

11 “Director/Principal” means the Director/Principal of the
Institute.

.12 “Head of the Department” means the Head of an Academic
Department of the Institute.

.13 “Administrative Officer” means the Administrative Officer
of the Institute.



.0 AUTHORITIES OF THE INSTITUTE

.1 GOVERNING BODY:

Composition:

The Governing Body shall have the following
Composition which is consistent with the guidelines
prescribed by AICTE.

Chairman - To be nominated by the Society.

Secretary and Correspondent of the Institute - To be
nominated by the Society.

Member -To be nominated by the Society.

Member- To be nominated by the Society.

Nominee of the Government of India-Regional Officer-
Ex=0fficio.

An Industrialist/Technologist/Educationist from the
region-To be nominated by the concerned Regional
Committee as a nominee of the AICTE.

Member-Nominee of the Jawaharlal Technological
University, Hyderabad.

Member- Nominee of the State Government-Director of
Technical Education or his Nominee — Ex- Officio.
Industrialist/Technologist/Educationist from the
region -To be nominated by the State Government.
Director/Principal of the Institute - Ex-Officio.

The Secretary and Correspondent will act as the
Member-Secretary of the Governing Body.

Term of Office:

The term of office of the Chairman or any other
Member of the Governing Body shall be 3 years from
the date of his nomination.

The term of office of an Ex-Officio Member shall
continue so long as he holds the office by virtue of
which he is a Member.

The term of office of a Member nominated to fill a
casual vacancy shall continue for the remainder of
the term of the Member in whose place he has been
nominated.

The Members of the Governing Body shall be entitled
to such allowances and sitting fee, if any, from the
Institute as may be prescribed by the Society from
time to time.

Functions of the Governing Body:

Subject to the provisions of the relevant acts of
the Government of Andhra Pradesh and the AICTE Act
of the Government of India, the Governing Body shall
be responsible for the general superintendence,
direction: and ucontrol ' of =&hejaffairs «f the
Institute and shall exercise all the powers of the

Institute not otherwise provided for by the relevant
acts of the State and Central Governments and the
statutes, ordinances and regulations of the
University.

Without prejudice to the provisions of clause The
Governing Body shall,

Take decisions on questions of policy relating to
the administration and working of the Institute.

Take decisions regarding the new programmes of study
to be introduced at the Institute.

constitute various posts, both academic as well as
others, and approve or reject the recommendations of
the Selection Committees for all the posts other
than Technical Supporting Staff, Ministerial staff
and Class-1IV staff.

Consider the annual reports, the annual accounts,
the audit report, the budget estimates of the
Institute and major developmental plans and approve
them after giving a final shape.

Consider, modify, amend add to or —repeal the
administrative rules.

The Governing Body shall have the power to appoint
such Committees as it considers necessary for
exercise of its powers and the performance of its
duties.

Meetings and quorum of the Governing Body:

The Governing Body will meet as frequently as
possible but such meetings shall not be less than
one in a calendar year.

Meetings of the Governing Body shall be convened by
the Chairman either on his own initiative or at the
request of the Secretary and Correspondent or on a
requisition signed by not less than four Members of
the Governing Body.

Six Members shall form the gquorum for a meeting of
the Governing Body. Provided that if a meeting is
adjourned for want of gquorum, it shall be held on
another day within a period of 15 days at a time and
place to be notified and if at such a meeting, a
quorum is not present within half-an-hour from the
time appointed for holding a meeting, the members
present shall form the quorum.

Bll questions considered ‘at the meeting of the
Governing Body shall be decided by a majority of the
Votes of the Members present including the Chairman.
If the votes are equally divided, the Chairman shall
have a second or casting vote.

The Chairman, if present, shall preside at every
meeting of the Governing Body. In his absence, the
Members present shall elect one from amongst
themselves to preside at the meeting.
